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1. WHAT IS ASER?

ASER is a Citizen-led Assessment. Citizen-led means assessment is performed by community
members like you and us. We, the volunteers, take the opportunity to connect with communities
across the country and gather data that can help improve learning. Though technical people design
its methods, it is led and executed by common people like you. Assessment means examining
something. In this case, we are investigating if our younger brothers and sisters aged 5-16 years
can read in English and in Nepali, as well as do Numeracy problems at the 3rd grade level. All the
activities of this method are led by community people but preparation, authentication and quality
of this method is ascertained by the team of experts. Our intention is to ensure EVERYONE has
at least foundational literacy and numeracy.

ASER has four steps:

Getting Village/ward information: Once the village is allocated for a survey, you have
to get all the required village information mentioned in the village information sheet in the
survey form.

Choosing households for the assessment: The process of choosing the households is
called sampling. The sampling for ASER was decided in a scientific way. To design the
sampling method, many experts including the Central Bureau of Statistics were consulted.
The method we have chosen follows other surveys conducted by the National Statistics
Office of Nepal.

Getting information about the household and its members: Once you have chosen the
households, you have to get some information about them. You do this by conducting the
household survey. You will learn how to conduct the household survey later in this training.
Assessing all children between 5 - 16 years in the household: After you have gotten
information about the household, you must assess every child in the household who is
between the age of 5 and 16 years. You will use the Testing Tool to assess the ability of
each child to read and do math at a 3rd grade level. You will learn how to conduct this
assessment later in this training.

2. WHY ASER?

To ensure that the citizens have functional literacy at the basic level so that they can
progress in life. Without the ability to read and do math, our younger generation will fall
very far behind. We wish to make sure that everyone responsible for their learning is
working hard to make them successful. ASER information helps us focus attention on this
very important issue.

To create a simple, easy to understand tool that local governments and community leaders
can understand. The Government of Nepal has some very detailed assessments to help high
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level officials make policy decisions. These assessments require technical expertise to
understand. They are very important in guiding the education policy of the nation. But
ASER has a different objective. ASER complements these tools by creating a simple
method that community leaders and officials at local levels can understand easily.

To make the community aware of the state of learning outcomes in their own area. The
results of the ASER are used by citizens, activists and non-government organizations to
help their own communities and community leaders become aware of the gaps in
education. Thus, ASER helps these leaders focus more energy and resources in fixing them.

rationale behind doing this is that while one of you is collecting data, the other can talk to other
family members, children or whoever is present during the data collection, who is interested to
know about the survey and assessment.

What to do in a village?

3.2.1 Inform local leaders/village representatives

Each ASER survey is conducted in coordination with the local level organizations that have access
to local level authorities. First of all, before conducting the survey, you visit the village/tole/ward
representative and inform him/her about the reason for your visit to the concerned
village/tole/ward. You give the letter provided to you by the ASER personnel to him/her by filling
the required information in the letter. Then you ask the questions in the village information sheet
and fill up the sheet. Please keep in mind that if you do not meet a representative who can give
information about the village/tole/ward, then you can get the information from a village elder or
anyone who can provide information for the questions in the village information sheet. You also
make a map of the village/tole/ward with the help of this person. Please end the conversation by
thanking the person.

A.10. Type of school: In this question, write whether the first school mentioned by the respondent
is a government or private or other kind of school. If there are 4 schools in the village, then write
information for all four schools. Separate tables are created for each school.

A.11.Highest grade available in school: In this question, write the highest grade that the school
offers to students for example a school may offer upto grade 8 or grade 12 or grade 5. Please
mention the highest grade offered.

A.12. Lowest grade available in school: Similarly, in this question, write the lowest grade that
the school offers to students for example a school may offer education from grade 1 or grade 5 or
preprimary education. Please mention the lowest grade offered.

Likewise repeat the same for school 2, school 3 and school 4
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3.2.2. Draw a village map

The map of the village/tole/ward does not need to be exact. You can make a tentative map by
consulting with the local representative. Please take note of the important landmarks of the
village/ward/tole in the map such as temples, ponds, river, jungle, water source, shops, library.
Now divide the map in the middle into four parts by drawing vertical and horizontal lines. Please
number the divided parts with 1, 2,3 and 4. For the survey, you have to select 5 households from
each 4 parts. Now you have to find the centre point of each division of that village/tole/ward. You
can assign centre point to landmarks such as school, temple or any other point that all can identify
with based on local knowledge. After that, select a household for the survey. The household
selection process has been described below.

Note: Please make a rough sketch of the map in a separate sheet of paper first. If you think the
village/tole/ward map is ok, then only make the map in the data collection form. During the survey,
if you find a new interesting landmark in the village then you can add them in the map too. Please
keep in mind that what you put in the map helps those who go to the village/tole/ward for
supervision and monitoring later.

3.2.3. Select a household

The map is now divided into 4 parts. After finding the center points of each part, you choose a
household by using the left-hand rule. When you use the left-hand rule, it means that you reach
the center point where you choose the first house on your left side. That is where you choose your
first household. After finishing the survey in the first household, you choose the second household
by leaving 4 consecutive houses on the left side of the surveyed household and selecting the 5th
house. There, you conduct the second survey. Until you have surveyed the 5 households in the
selected part of the village/tole/ward, you perform the same process for selecting households. By
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using the left-hand rule in each part of the village/tole/ward, you survey 20 households in the
village/tole/ward.

Some special situations while choosing a household:

If you reach the end of the divided part of the village/tole/ward and cannot use left hand
rule before completing 5 households then go to the center point of the part again. By using
the left-hand rule, select the house on your left. If the house has already been surveyed then
you choose an adjacent house of the selected house and conduct the survey there.

If, in any of the divided parts of the village/tole/ward, there are less than 5 houses, then
select all the households in that part and for the remaining houses, you will choose from
the other part of the village/tole/ward.

If there are less than 20 houses in the village/tole/ward, then you select all the houses in
the village/tole/ward.

If there is no child aged 5-16 in the households, in that case, please select the next
household.

If there is no one in the house or the door/gate of the selected household is locked, then
please select the next adjacent household. While selecting the next adjacent household you
have to put tally marks for each household taken in the survey booklet.

If some households do not wish to participate in the survey, then you can leave that
household and select the adjacent household.

Difference between House and Household

A house is a physical structure in which people live. A household is a group of people who
generally eat from the same kitchen and manage expenses from a common fund. A house may
have multiple households. For e.g. if two brothers and their families live in the same house but
cook separately and manage their expenses separately then that is two households sharing a single
house. Please keep in mind that when you conduct a survey in a household, an adult must be
present in the household.

3.3. What to do at a household?

The following things need to be done when you reach a household to be surveyed.

Mark the house in the map that you drew before.
Introduce yourself to a respondent, tell them about the purpose of your visit and provide
answers to any query they have about the survey or your visit.
Select a suitable place to sit to conduct the survey.
Before starting the survey, ask them for a consent to record the things that they tell you and
then start the survey

But if there is someone who
stays in some other place to study but has come home for a short period, then these children are
not included in this question. Another example is that if a child during holidays has gone to stay
with his/her relatives for a short duration and is not available during the survey, then he/she will
be considered in this question. If there is a domestic helper in the house who has been staying with
the family for a long time, then he/she will also be considered.

B.6. Number of Family Members aged 17 Years and above: In this question, the number of
regular family members of the household who are above 17 years is to be mentioned. The regular
family members mean those who share a kitchen and use a common fund for family expenses.
Among these members, if there is any member who is in the family for less than 6 months or those
are in the family only to spend time during holidays then these people are not considered as
household members. For example: If there is a family member who works abroad and has come to
Nepal during holidays, then they are not considered household members. But if there is a
household member who worked abroad and has returned to Nepal permanently or the newlyweds
in the family are considered to be household members.

After all the information is filled in, all the children surveyed in the household are to be assessed
on Literacy (Nepali and English) and Numeracy (Maths). Please keep in mind that if, during the
time of the survey, children are playing nearby then request someone to summon them. But if
children are playing far away then do not assess these children but collect only the children’s
information. If it is possible, you can go to the household later or the day after when children will
be available.

3.4.2 Learning assessment of children

Learning assessment of children is the most important part of the ASER survey. For this, all the
children from age 5 to 16 years are surveyed and after the survey, they are assessed on their
learning outcomes. To assess the children, use the testing tool booklet and children’s learning
level in literacy (Nepali and English) and numeracy (Maths) is to be noted in the last page of
children’s survey form.

In the assessment, the ability of children to solve simple problems in literacy in Nepali and English
and numeracy is assessed. You start with the assessment of Nepali Literacy, then Numeracy and
finally English Literacy.

Simple guidelines on conducting learning assessment

You are going to a household as a surveyor. In this process, we assess the learning outcome of
children from age 5 to 16 years. We do not examine whether they passed or failed the test. Our
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objective is to find out their highest level in foundational literacy and numeracy. It is important to
keep in mind this very objective of ours.

1. Create a conducive environment for children for their assessment: Before starting the
assessment, talk to children in a casual way to make them feel comfortable. For example: you
may ask them about their favorite sport, food, best friend, festival, story, songs. When you feel
that children have started talking to you in a comfortable manner, show them the testing tools.
Tell them that this is not an examination, and we are only seeking their participation in the
activities mentioned in the testing tools. Make sure that you and the children are sitting at the
same level. For example, if you are sitting on a chair, then make sure that a child also sits on a
chair. Please do not conduct assessment standing.

2. Children should not feel any kind of pressure. In most of the cases, there is a tendency for
parents and neighbors to observe what children are doing and tend to surround surveyors and
children. This may make children uncomfortable. It becomes a responsibility of a surveyor to not
make children feel so. When one surveyor is conducting assessment with children, the other
surveyor engages other people by talking to them, answering their queries if they have any or
organizing some activities for other children not participating in the assessment. But make sure
not to take children alone away from children’s guardians or parents for assessment. An adult
(acquainted with a child) must be present in the place where assessment is taking place.

3. We should motivate children and should be patient with them: We should motivate
children by appreciating their efforts. We should be patient when children are trying to solve
numeracy problems. They may take a long time. Children should be given adequate time to listen,
think and to solve problems. Please do not hurry them up. Small children may not solve numeracy
problems but to ensure that the ASER process is the same for all children, try to conduct
assessment in the same way with all children.

4. We should use different testing tools for different children: There are 2 sets of testing
tools for assessment (Set 1, Set 2). To ensure that children within a household do not cheat or
remember the answers to testing tools, children of the same household are to be tested with
different testing tools. For example, if you use set 1 of the testing tool with one child of the
household then use set 2 of the testing tool for another child of the same household. This process
is to be kept in mind in all households.

3.4.3. How to assess Literacy (Nepali and English)?

The process of assessing Literacy for both Nepali and English subjects is the same. The following
things need to be kept in mind while conducting the assessment

You start the test with Nepali Literacy Test. All the questions in the testing tool will be asked to
children. Start the assessment with the Letter level task.
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Letter Level Task

. In this task, ask the child to read any 5 letters out of 10 letters.
. Let the child choose the letter himself/herself.

. If the child does not choose, then point out any 5 letters one by one for him/her to
read.
. If the child is able to recognize at least 4 letters out of 5 correctly from the letter level

task, mark the child at ‘Letter Level’ else mark the child at Beginner Level.
o Go to ‘Word’ Level

Word Level Task

e Inthe ‘Word Level’ task, ask the child to read 5 words out of 10 words given in the tool.

o Let the child choose the words himself//herself.

e If the child does not choose, then point out any 5 words one by one for him/her to read.

e Ifthe child is able to read at least 4 words correctly out of 5 then mark the child at “Word
Level’

e Goto ‘Paragraph Level’ task

Paragraph Level Task

e There are 2 paragraphs to read.

e There are 4 sentences in each paragraph.

e Ask the child to choose any one of the paragraphs.

« |f the child does not choose, give him/her any 1 paragraph to read.
e Ask the child to read it. Listen carefully to how he/she reads.

The child is marked as ‘Paragraph Level’ if the child:

e Reads the paragraph like he/she is reading sentences, rather than a string of words.
o Reads the paragraph fluently and with ease, even if he/she is reading slowly.
o Reads the full paragraph with 3 or less than 3 mistakes.
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The child is not at Paragraph Level if the child:

o Reads the paragraph like a string of words, rather than sentences.
o Reads the paragraph by stopping frequently.

o Reads the paragraph fluently but with more than 3 mistakes.

¢ Go to ‘Story Level’ task

Story Level task

e There is one story in the Story Level task.

o If the child reads the story like he/she is reading sentences rather than a string of words;
reads the story fluently and with ease, even if he/she is reading slowly; reads the full
story with 3 or less than 3 mistakes. Then mark the child at Story Level.

After completing the assessment of Nepali, please conduct an assessment of Numeracy. English
literacy will be assessed at the end.
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3.4.4. How to assess Numeracy?

Start the assessment with “One Digit Recognition” task.

One Digit Recognition
e Show the numbers in the question to the child in the testing tool.
e Ask the child to choose any 5 of the numbers.
e If the child does not choose 5 digits, then you point out any 5 numbers to the child.
e If the child is able to recognise 4 out of 5 digits, then tick the One Digit box in the
assessment form.
e Go to ‘Two Digit Recognition’ task.

Two Digit Recognition

e Show the two-digit numbers to the child in the testing tool.

e Ask the child to choose any 5 of the numbers. If they do not choose, you point out any 5
numbers from the tool.

e If the child is able to recognise 4 out of 5 numbers, then tick the Two Digit box in the
assessment form.

e Goto ‘Addition’ problem.

Addition
e Show the questions on Addition to the child in the testing tool and ask them to solve one
by one.
e If the child answers both the questions correctly, then tick the ‘Addition’ box in the
assessment form.

e Go to ‘Subtraction’ problem.

Subtraction

e Show the child two subtraction problems in the testing tool. And ask him/her to solve
them. The child can use the space in the Survey form.

e Answers for both the chosen problems must be correct to mark the child at the
‘Subtraction’ level.

e Go to ‘Division’ task.
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Division

e Show the children two division operations in the assessment tools.

e Ask him/her to choose one division operation. If he/she doesn’t choose a problem, then
point out one of the problems for him/her.

e Ask him/her to write and solve the problem in the space available in the Survey Form.

e Ifthe child is able to solve one of the division problems, then tick the ‘Division’ box in
the assessment form. Go to Word Problem level task.

Word Problem

e There is one Word Problem question.

e Ask the child to read the question and solve it. The space available in the Survey Form can be
used for calculation.

o If the child is able to solve the problem, then tick the ‘Word Problem’ box in the assessment

form.

After the compilation of the survey and assessment of all children, mention the survey end time.

After the survey and assessment of children in village/tole/ward, you need to make a summary of
children’s literacy and numeracy level. You need to do this in a Summary sheet which you will
find in the Data Collection Form that you have received from us. There are three separate tables
for Nepali, English and Maths.

In the summary sheet, you need to fill the learning level in which all the children are in according
to the assessment you conducted. For example: If the highest level achieved by 2 of the 4 children
of grade two are in Letter level, 1 in Paragraph level and 1 in Story level respectively, then in the
summary sheet, you write two tally signs (1) in the Letter level, one tally sign (1) in Paragraph
Level and one tally sign (1) in Story level. The process is the same for out-of-school children and

never enrolled children. Summary sheet is to be filled for each subject which gives an overview of
different levels of children on foundational literacy and numeracy.

After the survey is completed in the village/tole/ward, fill up the summary sheet as mentioned.
Then read the points written in the Statement of Commitment carefully and make sure you have
completed all the work mentioned in the statement of commitment. When everything is completed,
write your names and sign the statement of commitment form.
