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Understanding your duties as a Master Trainer

1. Your main duty is ensuring that the data collection is followed faithfully and results in very accurate the data.

2. The process of collecting this data is designed by experts with decades of experience. If you understand and make your
volunteers follow this process exactly, we will get data that reflects the true state of learning in Nepal.

3. Lot’s of funds - from the development sector and also the government - will be decided on the basis of this data. Many
laws will be passed on the basis of this data. If you are not careful lots of money and the time will be waste. This is not just
a job you are taking to earn some money. This is a big responsibility towards ensuring the future of the next generation.
When you do this work think of your own children and that of your relatives.

4. Thus, ensuring the quality of the data by following the process is your most important duty. All your other duties,
responsibility and things in this manual are designed to make sure you can execute this main responsibility well.

5. Another duty is to understand the ASER methodology well so that you can teach it to others. Your trainers are experts with
lots of experience. Ask them lots of questions. Use this training because the opportunity will not come again.

6. To enter the data that comes from the field into the data collection system. You must enter the data well and accurately
so that it reflects what we found in the households.

7. To ensure that community leaders, elected officials and civil servants are aware and committed to helping ASER run.

8. To recruit committed and capable citizen assessors. This is a citizen-led assessment and the assessors are a critical
part of the survey.

9. To teach the citizen assessors the ASER methodology so that they can execute it well

10. To supervise and monitor the citizen assessors so that they get good data that is actionable.
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Why we do ASER?

1. To ensure all our citizens have functional literacy at the basic level so that they can progress in life. Without the ability
to read and do math our younger generation will fall very far behind. We wish to make sure that everyone responsible
for their learning is working hard to make them a success. ASER information helps us focus attention on this very very
important issue.

2. To create a simple, easy to understand tool that local governments and community leaders can understand. The
Government of Nepal has some very detailed assessments to help high level officials make policy decisions. These
assessments require technical expertise to understand. They are very important in guiding the education policy of the
nation. The ASER has a different objective.

The ASER complements these tools by creating a simple, easy to use method that community leaders and officials at
local levels can understand easily.

3. To make the community aware of the state of learning in their own area. The results of the ASER are used by citizens,
activists and non-govt organizations to help their own communities and community leaders become aware of the gaps
in education. Thus helping these leaders focus more energy and resources in fixing them.
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What is ASER?

ASER is a Citizen-led Assessment. To understand it well, let’'s examine both words independently.

Citizen-led means that all activities are conducted by common citizens. These citizens, usually volunteers, take the opportunity
to connect with communities across the country and gather data that can help learning better. The ASER is not led by the
government nor by any technical specialists. Though technical people design its methods, it is led and executed by common
people like you. ASER is citizen-led because it is a way for all of us, especially youth, to engage in making the education
system better for everyone.

Assessment means checking the results of something. In this case we are checking with our younger brothers and sisters
can read, in English and in Nepal, as well as do math at the 3rd grade level. If they do not have this basic skill, then they have
no future. This is why we want to make sure EVERYONE has at least this basic level of knowledge.

ASER has three pieces

e Choosing which households who do the assessment.The process of choosing the households is called sampling.
The sampling for this ASER was decided in a scientific way. To design the sampling method we consulted with many experts
including the Central Bureau of Statistics. The method we have chosen follows other surveys conducted by the National
Statistics Office of Nepal.

e Getting information about the household and its members.
Once you have chosen the households you have to get some information about them. You do this by conducting the household
survey. You will learn how to conduct the household survey later in this training.

e Assessing all children between 5 - 16 in the household

After you have gotten information about the household, you must assess every child in the household who is between the age
of 5 and 16. You will use the Child Testing Tool to assess the ability of each child to read and do math at a 3rd grade level.
You will learn how to conduct this assessment later in this training.
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The ASER Process

STEP 0: INFORMING COMMUNITY LEADERS

Each ASER is implemented by a partner who is familiar with the area of the survey. This implementing partner will have a
contact person in the each of the palikas that are being surveyed. Please contact that person for detailed instructions. If their
instructions differ from the instructions below, then follow the instructions given to you by your contact. This document only
covers the standard process of informing community leaders whereas the reality of the area you are working in might demand
a different process.

To start with the Master Trainer visits the office of the Mayor in collaboration with the contact of the implementing partner.
From the Mayor the MT will get a letter authorizing ASER to be conducted in the palika. All volunteers will be told to start their
assessment by meeting the Ward Chairperson of the ward they are surveying. They will explain the ASER process in detail to
the Ward Chairperson and seek their support in conducting the survey in the ward.

Getting additional permission

ASER surveys always get all the necessary permissions from formal authorities to conduct the assessment. However, some-
times formal permission alone might not be enough. As a local citizen you are well placed to understand which community
leaders are trusted by the people. If you feel there are relevant community leaders that you need support from, brief them
ahead of time. Sometimes the approval of religious leaders, prominent figures in the village or people respected as intellec-
tuals can ensure a successful outcomes. This will not be necessary in most areas. However, if your local context is unusual
or exceptional then use your own judgement and get additional approvals.

| STEP 1: CHOOSING THE HOUSEHOLDS |

We do not visit every household because it is not scientifically necessary. And it would cost too much money.

There are scientific ways to pick a set of households such that they are representative of the whole local level governance
unit. Representativeness means that even by selecting a few households we can get information that tells us about the whole
area. Once we have households that are representative of the local level, then our data is automatically representative of the
District and Province. The method to pick representative households is called Sampling.

For this section, choosing the household to survey and assess, you will need the following documents:
1. The Sample Allocation Sheet
2. The Listing Form

THE SAMPLING METHOD
The sampling method for ASER was designed by experts and follows the practices designed by the National Statics Office
of Nepal. Thus, it is important that you understand it and follow it exactly. These are the key elements

We will conduct the assessment in each ward of each local level.

There is a fixed number of households that we need to assess in each ward. This number is decided scientifically and

should be followed exactly. This number is in the document titled Sample Allocation Sheet.

3. We will need to visit at least 5 times that number of households mentioned in that document. This is because we survey
and assess only every 5th household. This is so that we capture many diverse kinds of people from across the ward.

4. In the first household, you will conduct your survey and assessment. Then you will face the house, turn left, visit 4 other

households, and list them in the Listing Form.

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5. When you get to the 5th household you will conduct the survey and assessment again. You will continue in this manner
until you have assessed the number of households required in that ward.
Choosing the first household
7. So how do you pick the first household? This is also determined scientifically.
a. First, you will go the north-east corner of the ward.
b. Here you will find the tole or gaon that is closest to the north east corner. In this tole, you will find the north east
most house.
c. Here you will list the first 5 households you find in your Listing Form.
d. You will look at the Sample Allocation Sheet doc for your ward. This document contains a number called the
random number.
e. You will start your survey and assessment at the household on your listing sheet which corresponds to the
random number for your ward

HOUSEHOLD VS HOUSE

What is the difference between a house and a household?
A house is a physical structure in which people live. A household is a group of people that generally eat from the same
kitchen and manage expenses from a common fund.

A house may have multiple households. For e.g. if two brothers and their families live in the same house but cook separately
and manage their expenses separately then that is two households sharing a single house.

In ASER, we don't care about houses. We care about households. So make sure to count households and NOT houses. When
you assess, do NOT assess all children in the house. Assess all the children in the household!

Who counts as a household member?

As mentioned above, a household member is anyone that shares the kitchen and expenses from the same fund. Generally

we count anyone that has lived in the household for more than 6 months as a member of that household. However, there are

some special cases that we should know:

e Newly married member of the family that have come to live in the household count as a member of the household even
if they have been there less than 6 months.

e Members of the family that do not live in the household for at least 6 months a year are NOT considered members of the
household. For example, someone that works in the Gulf but is visiting for a vacation does not count as a member of the
household. Similarly a child that studies at a residential school but is home for a vacation does not count as a household
member.

e Family member who have been living in the household for less than 6 months BUT have the intention of living there for
more than 6 months are considered members of the household. In our earlier example, if a family member working in the
Gulf had quit their job and returned home, then they would count as a member of the household.

e All newly born children are considered members of the household irrestive of how long they have lived in the household.

e |f a domestic worker lives in the household and eats from the kitchen then they should be counted as a member of the
household.

Who is the head of the household?

The head of the household is the person, over the age of 10, who generally makes decisions on household issues. This
person MUST BE a household member. You may find that in some household, a father working overseas or a grandfather
who lives in another household is consulted on all decisions. However, this person is not a member of the household and
thus cannot be the household head.

SOME SPECIAL SAMPLING CASES

When you try to survey each 5th household you could encounter some of these odd cases. Here is a way of dealing with
each of them.

1. Households that live in multiple locations

You may encounter household that live in multiple locations. For example, a family might live in the hills for the warm months
and in the terai for the cold months. If the household lives in the ward you are surveying for more than 6 months then you
should survey them. If not this household should not be surveyed and should not be listed either.

2. Dealing with quarters and official housing

Some households, like people working for the government, companies and police etc, may live in quarters inside their office
premises, or in special designated quarter areas. You will treat quarters and official housing like you treat normal private
households. You will count these households and list them. You can count this as a surveyed house.

3. Dealing with hostels and diplomatic missions
If you come upon a hostel or a diplomatic mission you should skip it. Hostels should not be surveyed nor assessed. They
should also NOT be listed in the Listing Form nor counted for any purpose.

4. Household has no children between 5 and 16
If there are no children between 5 and 16 in the household then conduct the household survey. Get the data of other family
members as per the survey. You can count this as a surveyed house.

5. Some or all children are out

Often one of the children or all of them might be outside the house. They could be visiting relatives for a day or playing out-
side. Conduct the assessment with the children present. For the children that are out, set a time with the parents for later in
the day or next day and revisit the house. It is important that ALL children in the household are assessed. You can count this
as a surveyed house.

6. Household is closed/no one is present

If the household is closed or no one is present, then move to the next adjacent household on the left that has people present
and conduct the survey there. Record this house in your listing sheet with the note “house closed”. This house does NOT
count as a surveyed house. Restart the survey by taking the 5th household from the one you just surveyed.

7. Household refuses to answer

If the household does not wish to participate in the assessment and survey then don’t force them and do not argue with them.
Instead move to the next adjacent house on the left and conduct the survey there. Record this house in your listing sheet with
the note “no response”. This house does NOT count as a surveyed house. Restart the survey by taking the 5th household
from the one you just surveyed.

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THE LISTING PROCESS

Listing is a important part of the sampling process. It helps you pick the right households to survey. It is also a very important
monitoring and verification tool. The households listed on your listing form might be contacted by phone to verify if you
followed the process accurately. If the quality control team has doubts about a particular area or surveyer they may go in
person and check if the order of the listing is the same as the village

Volunteer Names: the volunteers assigned to this ward should fill their name here

House Serial Number (Column 1): start this column from 1 and keep increasing it for every house you visit. This
number may be repeated if a house has many households living in the same house.

Household Serial Number (Column 2): start this column from 1 and keep increasing it for every household you visit.
This number should be unique within each ward.

Head of Household (Column 3): Ask for the full name, first name and family name, of the head of the household.
Enter whatever name the respondent gives you.

Alias (Column 4): if the head of the household is known by another name in the local area, enter that name here.
Usual household members (Columns 5,6,7): enter the members of the household according to gender. Remember
that usual household members are people who generally live in the household for more than 6 months a year.

Tole (Column 8): enter the tole of the household. Ask the local citizens what the tole is called and enter it accordingly.
Phone Number (Column 9): enter the mobile phone number of the Head of Household.

Arrival Time: enter the arrival time. The arrival and departure time is very important. This helps us verify that the
survey was done accurately and not in a rush.

District: write the name of the district

Code: enter the District Code as noted in the Sample Allocation Form

Province: this is pre entered for you

House No: use the same house number as in the Listing Form

Household No: use the same household number as in the Listing Form

Palika: enter the palika name

Code: enter the palika code as per the Sample Allocation Form

Remember to use the rules you
learned earlier when assessing if someone is a household member.

Total number from age: often the respondent will get the total number in A17 wrong. Making them give you the
numbers by age group helps verify the total from A17. It also allows you to verify if you have gotten all the members
of the household later during the survey

For example, if a household member has a official motorcycle that they can also use for their
private purposes, we do not count it.

However, if the ownership is of a family member, even if they are not a member of the household, then we count it. For
example, Ravi is using his brothers motorcycle. His brother has a separate household but allows Ravi to continue using the
motorcycle. In this case we count it as owned by Ravi's household also.

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STEP 3: ASSESSING CHILDREN

SECTION E

Section E is the most important part of the ASER. Please treat it with care. In this section we will assess the learning level of
all children between 5 and 16.

For this section you will need the following documents:
1. The Child Testing Sheet
2. The Testing Tool Booklet

WHAT WILL BE TESTED
Children’s ability to read simple texts in Nepali and English, as well as their ability to do basic arithmetic will be assessed.
Therefore, 3 tests will be administered in this order: basic reading in Nepali, Math and English.

WHO WILL BE TESTED

Every child in the age group of 5-16 years in the sampled households will be administered the 3 testing tools - Nepali, Math
and English.

*** We will test all children regardless of if they attend school or not.

*** Remember to check that every child you test is a member of the household. Remember to apply the rules you learned
in the sampling section.

*** If a child has disability that prevent them from participating in the assessment do not make this participate.

HOW WILL WE TEST

It is very important to be in the right frame of mind when assessing children. We are not going to the village to test the
children or as evaluators. We want to find out what children can do comfortably in terms of reading, arithmetic and English.
Our objective is to find out the highest level that the child can do comfortably. Therefore, it is important that you follow
the guidelines given below while testing children:

1. Create a relaxed environment for the child: Establish a relaxed environment by having a friendly conversation with
the child before you start assessing the child. You should tell the child that the assessments are just activities you
would like them to participate in and that it is not an exam.

2. Prevent pressure on the child from others: Often family members and neighbours gather together to watch how the
child is performing. This can make the child nervous. The surveyors should make sure this does not happen. One of
the surveyors can talk to the adults or do some activities with the other children, while the other surveyor assesses the
child.

3. Encourage and be patience with the child: Encourage the child by appreciating the effort she is making. Be patient
with her while she is reading or solving arithmetic problems. Give the child ample time to read, think and solve. Do not
hurry her.

4. Allow the child to build familiarity with the tool: To establish the highest level at which the child can comfortably
do different tasks, you may need to take the child through a series of tasks until you can decide the level at which she
really is. Practice and familiarity with a task improve the child’s performance. For example, the child may not be able to
read a simple paragraph fluently, but after successfully attempting an easier task like reading words, she may be able
to read the same paragraph better. This is because now she is more comfortable with the tool and tasks.

Never Enrolled - if the child was never enrolled in school. This is quite rare now a days. As Nepal’s enroliment rate is above
95% you will seldom find older children who have never been to school. However, you might find that because children
start school late in some parts of Nepal, there might be children who are 7 years old that have not been enrolled as yet.

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DATA QUALITY ASSURANCE

Ensuring the quality of the data is the most important task of all volunteers and trainers working on ASER. A separate
document outlining a detailed process to ensure the quality of data, including documentation of the Field Monitoring, Phone
Monitoring and Recheck process will be provided to you.

CHILD PROTECTION AND ETHICS

As a ASER volunteer you will come into contact with many children. It is very important that you ensure all your behavior is
consist with protecting the dignity and rights of the child. A detailed child protection and ethics document will be provided
to you seperate from this training manual.

COMMON QUESTIONS
Here are some questions households will ask you and some ideas for how you can respond to them.

So many people come and get data then nothing happens. Why should | share with you?

This is a valid concern. There are lots of assessments and surveys, the results of which the participants never see. So, start
by acknowledging that the results of this assessment might not be easily visible to them. BUT that it will have an impact on
their life.

1. Unlike many assessments the ASER is being conducted in each ward and each municipality. Thus, their local leaders
can see and understand the level of learning in their own local areas. They can use this information to decide how to
improve education levels in their own area.

2. There are local level citizens and local NGO's involved in collecting this data. These NGO'’s already work to improve
education. When they see the results of this assessment they can design better programs to help children.

3. ASER uses local citizen, who are you neighbors and relatives, to conduct this assessment. Doing the ASER helps them
acquire skills that are useful professionally. So by participating you are helping youth in your own area also.

4. With the ASER assessment | can also give you an immediate result on the learning level of your children. Remember
this is the most powerful and compelling reason for a family to allow you to assess. Be sure to mention it.

What will | get out of it?
Some respondents might ask you what they will get out of the ASER. Usually you can repeat #3 and #4 above.

Can you write my name in case there is some benefit from this later?

Some households think that the ASER program might result in monetary or in-kind benefits being distributed later on. Thus
they want you to “write their name”. Explain that this assessment will not results in any scholarships, benefit distribution etc.
Tell them that all information about individual households is hidden and kept private anyway. If they still insist, then write
their name on a seperate piece of paper and move on.

Come do the assessment in my house also?

Some households will be eager for you to test their children also. If a house is not the 5th house you cannot assess it as
part of your regular process. Tell the household that you are required to finish a set number of households in a scientifically
determined way. Once you finish that you can come back test the children in their household.

If you have time, do go back to and conduct the assessment. The households that really want to know will be grateful for
your effort. Your extra work will earn goodwill for both ASER, the partners conducting this assessment and yourself.

Who sent you? Who is paying for this?

Sometimes people will be curious or even hostile about who is paying for the survey. Explain that ASER is not a NGO but

a method of assessing if children are learning. Thus the ASER is conducted by many different NGO and even some local
governments around the country. Tell them that ASER method is to use volunteer citizen from the local area. So no assessor
is directly paid for doing this work, however volunteers get a small stipend to cover food and travel. Thus, the cost of the
survey is kept quite low.

Tell them that the budget and source of funding are duly approved by relevant government bodies, including the Pradesh
government. After making that clear, give them a honest response of where the funds are coming from. Explain that this
ASER is being conducted by AASMAN, a NGO with a long history of working in the 8 districts of Pradesh 2. The funding
for this ASER is coming through a UK based non-profit organization called Street Child, that seeks to improve educational
for all children, especially children with less opportunities. Explain that in some areas, the nagarpali/gaupalika is also
contributing to conduct the assessment.
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
